South Tees have introduced stickers, and transfusion dependant patients sign a consent form which is then valid for 12 months.  Newcastle use a section on the information leaflet. CDDFT are auditing what doctors write in the notes, the pathway already incorporates patient consent.  Northumbria have included consent in the transfusion chart, will audit in 6 months.

NE Stats: RBC V¥ 3.1%, Platelets A 1.1%, FFP A 8.2% and Cryo A 26.5% (2014/15 compared to 2013/14)
National Stats: RBC ¥ 2.9%, Platelets A 1.5%, FFP ¥ 6.9% and Cryo A 4.6% (2014/15 compared to 2013/14)
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
